Let’s Get Involved! 
 

Occasionally, one of the more popular parties that each of us 
attends is a “pity party.” We always have a high time while 
there and many are reluctant to leave. Whether some trouble or 
misfortune comes our way as a result of a poor decision or 
choice, or if something occurs completely beyond our ability to 
influence, we are the ones who have to handle the issue. 
 

When we get knocked down and find ourselves seated in the 
mud, gasping for breath and bruised, we are disoriented. We go 
through a period of disbelief, straining to find our balance. Dur-
ing that time it is common to feel sorry for ourselves. The dan-
ger lies in remaining in that sorrowful condition—even growing 
comfortable there. That is where we enter the pity party. 
 

Even preachers can become negatively festive. Elijah’s great 
victory for God on Mt. Carmel did not sustain him against the 
threats of one woman, Jezebel. Elijah headed for the hills, liter-
ally. God confronted him twice with “What are you doing here, 
Elijah?” (I Kings 19:9, 13). 
 

Elijah went into pity-party mode twice. “I have been very zeal-
ous for the Lord, the God of hosts; for the sons of Israel have 
forsaken your covenant, torn down your altars and killed your 
prophets with the sword. And I alone am left; and they seek my 
life, to take it away” (I Kings 19:10, 14). A careful study of his 
defense shows that the key to having a successful pity party is 
an overly grandiose view of self, sprinkled with a lesser view of 
God, salted with “Look what being good has gotten me!” 
 

We must not remain at these events for long because, while 
there, we cannot reach our greatest potential for God. Even 
though, following this exchange, God had things for Elijah to 
do, one of those items was for him to find Elisha, who “…you 
shall anoint as prophet in your place” (I Kings 19:16).

The Shepherds’ Corner 
 
When Jesus was asked, “Is it right to pay taxes to Caesar?” his conclusion was, “Give to Caesar what is Cae-
sar’s” (Mark 12). It is interesting to me how Jesus defined what belonged to Caesar. He asked to borrow a coin, then 
declared the coin was Caesar’s because it bore the image of Caesar.   
 
The rest of Jesus’ conclusion was to “give to God what is God’s.” What can be said about what belongs to God? From 
the beginning man is described as being made “in the image of God” (Genesis 1). Since we are the image of God, then 
by Jesus’ definition we belong to God – and should be given to Him. 
 
What should the image of God look like in this world? The Hebrew writer says “the Son is the ... exact representation 
of his being” (Hebrews 1).  Paul says that “in Christ all the fullness of the Deity lives in bodily form” (Colossians 2).  
Jesus, the one these writers are speaking of, is our perfect image of God in human form. He calls us to simply “follow 
me” (Mark 8).  Paul describes how this is done when he urges us to “offer your bodies as living sacrifices” and to “be 
transformed by the renewing of your mind” (Romans 12).   
 
What kind of image does my life present each day? Do I look like Christ in my dealings with others?
