Family Matters 

The Ministers’ Corner 
 

Lost and Found Department 
 

There seems to be a standard joke about men not being willing to stop and ask for directions when they are lost. A man grows 
increasingly stubborn and comfortable in his lost state the more encouragement he receives to “just stop and ask,” especially if the 
encourager is his wife. This propensity to remain lost rather than ask for help comes from a drive that women often view as dumb 
male pride. Arguably, that may be a partial explanation for this enigma. 
 

I believe that manly pride is a fundamental ingredient to how God made us (yes, I include myself among this group), that we 
might fulfill our God-given roles as heads of our homes. There is a tremendous spiritual and cultural pressure placed on men to 
lead. We must always be thinking ahead to meet our family’s ever-changing needs. If a particular choice results in a less than de-
sirable outcome, the man takes the “heat” for a bad choice. He struggles with the self doubt that he acted too quickly or failed to 
think it through before he pressed forward. If, on the other hand, a man fails to act due to fear or a need to know more informa-
tion, then circumstances beyond his control may take effect. There may be no other option than to ride that roller coaster he and 
his family find themselves on. They have to hang on for dear life until the end. At such a point the man may view himself as weak 
and lacking in courage. And, these are the struggles and self doubts that come with his attempts in doing the right thing, rather 
than when he is acting out of selfish motives. 
 

Ideally, a man’s pride should serve as a checkpoint in his mental process of evaluating the options for what is best for himself and 
his family (Eph. 5:25-27). A final solution that benefits those he loves serves as a gauge in measuring whether he is fulfilling his 
God-expected function or not. To tell a man that he has lost his way, either geographically or spiritually, is to announce to him 
that he has, up to this point in time, failed in his role to plan, direct, and lead himself and his family down the best path toward 
their ultimate goal, whether it is St. Louis or Heaven. It is definitely a blow to his pride. 
 

Whether the reader is a man or a woman, one’s pride must be balanced with humility. Humble hearts recognize the reality that no 
one has all the information needed, nor the emotional clarity to see what is best. A healthy individual continually exercises a vigil 
for a deeper understanding to broaden one’s perception of which way to go. 
 

Let our hearts forever cry out, “I have gone astray like a lost sheep…” (Psa. 119:176).
