Family Matters 

The Shepherds’ Corner 
 

Reading the Bible in 90 days has been quite a challenge for me. Some of us at Cloverdale have accepted the challenge. We 

have completed the Old Testament. The Apostle Paul says of that writing, ñFor whatever was written in earlier times was 

written for our instructionò (Romans 15:4 NASB). The NIV says ñto teach us.ò The NKJ says ñfor our learning.ò 
 

Israel had been greatly blessed by God, but the time came when those blessings were taken away. She was like a fruitful 

vine, but that vine later withered and died in a dry and thirsty land (Ezekiel 19:10-14). What happened to Israel  is one of 

the greatest lessons we can learn as individuals and as a nation. 
 

ñMy people are destroyed for lack of  knowledgeò (Hosea 4:6). ñIsrael has rejected what is goodò (Hosea 8:3). ñThey sow 

the wind and reap the whirlwindò (Hosea 8:7). ñYou have planted wickedness, you have reaped evilò (Hosea 10:13). It is 

what Israel had done that caused God to take away His blessings. Her sins were idolatry, adultery, sexual immorality, cor-

ruption of laws, and many more. 
 

The things written in the past were written for our learning. The moral decline of our nation is plain to us all. The Bible 

says, ñBlessed is the nation whose God is the Lordò (Psalm 33:12). Is that still true today? ñRighteousness exalts a nation, 

but sin is a disgrace to any peopleò (Proverbs 14:34). Is that still true? Today is the 234th birthday of our nation. What is the 

lesson for us? Simply this: That which turned Godôs blessing from Israel could turn His blessing from us. 
 

Paul concludes the verse in Romans 15:4, ñ...so that through perseverance and encouragement of the Scriptures we might 

have hope.ò Where, then, is Americaôs hope? It is found in II Chronicles 7:14: ñIf my people, which are called by my name, 

shall humble themselves, and pray, and seek my face, and turn from their wicked ways; then I will hear from heaven, and 

forgive their sins, and will heal their land.ò
