Family Matters 

The Missionaries’ Corner 
 

Greetings from San Francisco! As Noemi and I prepare to leave San Francisco, we are increasingly anxious to join you there in 

Searcy for a period of transition while preparing for our new ministry opportunity in Guatemala. We should be arriving in Searcy 

in late September and may stay there until the end of the year. This time of preparation and refreshment will be a tremendous 

blessing for us, and we canôt wait to worship and have fellowship with you, our loving family. 
 

Iôve been in San Francisco almost four years now, and if Iôve learned anything during that time, itôs this: Be prepared for any-

thingðat all times. I never know what will be happening from one day to the next. At any given time, I may encounter any sort of 

person in any sort of situation or circumstance. Today was a perfect example of one of those days. A sailor and his fiancée called 

the building to ask us to marry them before the sailor shipped out on a long deployment. We spoke with the couple and learned 

that he was from the base in San Diego and had come here to marry his sweetheart; they only had an hour and a half and they 

were looking for a Christian minister to marry them. We received this call at the worst possible timeðPaul Fletcher and I both 

were dirty and dressed in work clothes. I had been hauling truckloads of construction debris and garbage from the churchôs re-

model project to the landfill, and Paul had been doing yard work at the building. We were wearing the wrong clothes. The church 

wasnôt ready. How could we possibly serve this couple in this way within this timeframe with no notice? From the outside look-

ing in, it appeared that we wouldnôt be ready, but we really were prepared. We had spare clothes ready, wedding music on CDs, 

decorations, and access to a cake and punch. We pulled everything together, I dusted off the hip-pocket wedding sermon, had a 

quick shower and shave, and was ready within the hour. It was the most special, short-planned wedding I have ever seen. It was 

so moving to witness their love for each other and play a part in serving them on this special day (especially the cutting of the $6 

Safeway wedding cake!). If we hadnôt been prepared for action, we would have missed the blessing of being part of the wedding 

celebration. What blessings could we miss if we are not ready for action? Every day we all are in contact with people who know 

that they should repent and surrender their lives to Christ, but ñjust arenôt ready.ò We may even feel that we should be more active 

in sharing Christ with our neighbors, but we also could feel that we are ñjust not ready.ò These thoughts remind me of Christôs 

parable of the wedding feast in Matthew 22 and Luke 14. In this parable a king has invited guests to attend the celebration of the 

wedding of his son. The kingôs invitation is rejected by his original guest list; they were too busy, too apathetic, too wicked. So, 

the king then invites all who would come now, any who were ready, whoever they were. Matthew 22 includes an additional part 

of the story, that one guest comes to the feast, but unprepared, not dressed in wedding clothes, and is condemned for his lack of 

respect and lack of preparation. Of course, we understand that our preparation for and acceptance of our Kingôs invitation is to be 

clothed in Christ Jesus, ñfor all of you who were baptized into Christ have clothed yourselves with Christò (Galatians 3:27). 
 

So, ñLet us rejoice and be glad and give him glory! For the wedding of the Lamb has come, and his bride has made herself 
readyò (Revelation 19:7). ñYou also must be ready, because the Son of Man will come at an hour when you do not expect 

him" (Luke 12:40). 
 

ñPreach the Word; be prepared in season and out of season; correct, rebuke and encourageðwith great patience and careful 
instructionò (2Timothy 4:2).
