Ever felt how soft a feather is? How scaly a snake is? Have 

you ever smelled a wilting rose? Or a burning fire? Have you 

ever heard a tree frog? The sound of the wind through the 

trees? Have you ever tasted an orange picked right off the 

tree? Or a pomegranate plucked right from its bush? Have 

you ever seen new life being born? How about something so 

perfect that you will always remember it, no matter how long 

ago?

Family Matters 

The Ministers’ Corner 
 

Everybody Lives in a Box 
 

A few individuals live in cardboard boxes for reasons that may or may not be of their choosing. Children play in cardboard 

boxes when a new refrigerator comes to the house and the packaging is a toy until recycling day. Pets are often placed in a 

box until the proper housing can be built to last long-term. Boxes are usually temporary and not a permanent residence. In 

social circles we find ourselves placed in boxes by others who are trying to figure out who we are. We seldom like this pro-

cedure and occasionally will hear someone comment with anger, ñDonôt put me in a box!ò Nevertheless, the exercise con-

tinues because God has placed within each of us a desire to understand our world. Large volumes of information must be 

catalogued in order to both retrieve when needed and make useful observations of similarities (just ask a research librarian 

or a Google/Bing search engine designer). So the bad news is that boxes are not going away, but the good news is that you 

can choose the most important boxes that define you.  
  
The new Christians in Corinth had a reputation around the Roman Empire as being self-promoting, sexually immoral, and 

highly competitive. They had lived in the boxes long enough that they werenôt aware of the containers following them to 

church. When given gifts by the Holy Spirit, they ignored faith and used their new skills to gain strategic advantages over 

each other; when given freedom in Christ, they ignored the blessing of becoming holy and used their new freedom to sin 

without shame; when given a faith community by God, they ignored love and broke up into teams in a single-elimination 

tournament! They were still living in the old boxes. Paul stressed the need to see the new box that they now lived in and 

appreciate its benefits. The new box read, ñChrist the power of God and the wisdom of Godò (I Cor. 1:24b). The non-

believers in Antioch had first grouped all the believers together and labeled the box “Christians” (Acts 11:26c). It was time 

for the Corinthian believers to own the box and live accordingly. Paul could have spelled out the rules of Christian living 

and told them to behave, but instead he chose to impress upon them the fact that they were an entirely new group and 

should understand the new lifestyle that came with the new box. What box are you standing in this morning? Do you get 

embarrassed by ridicule from non-believers? Do you get questioned by non-believers who know you are a Christian, but 

also know your lifestyle betrays you as standing in another box? Check your box this morning.
